Inside Income

The region’s property income ($2.19 billion)

Outside Income

When the income (those who work in the region and those who commute outside the
region) of residents in the region three specific observations can be deduced:

® People who live outside the region, but are employed within the region make
considerably less than residents who are employed within the region (see
Incommuter earnings and the percent of outside regional labor from the Labor
Shed).

® Residents who commute to jobs outside of the region generally make less than
residents who live and work within the region (see Outcommuter Earnings and the
percent of exported resident labor from the Commute Shed)

® More than half of the income/wealth of the region is generated within the region



Other observations worth mentioning include:

® Almost 20% of the wealth in the region comes from transfer payments
® Residents don’'t generally invest outside

® Non-residents do generally invest inside the region (see Claims of absentee
OwWners)
