Third Cohort Completes BUSINESS SOLUTIONS PROFESSIONAL Classroom Training

The Business Solutions Training offered by the School of Labor & Industrial Relations, Michigan State University, is designed to develop and certify the ability of participants to perform the function of the Business Solutions Professional (BSP).   This training is funded by the 21st Century Regional Strategies under a grant from the Michigan Department of Labor and Economic Growth.

The third cohort, 51 students, just completed their classroom training on April 22nd. Topics and learning activities cover the range of knowledge and skills required of the Business Solutions Professional.  At the conclusion of the training, participants will have demonstrated their competency to perform as a BSP through discussions, activities, and now those choosing to follow through will do their fieldwork.
